IMPORTANT INFORMATION 

Rules & Regulations 2017 
  

Family members include parents/guardians and child(ren), not cousins, aunts, uncles or grandparents. 

 

ASTM approved helmets are mandatory for all riders in English classes and Junior riders in Western 
classes and at all times on the grounds. 
 

Class rules align with the A.Q.H.A rule book. 
 

Senior Riders: age* 17 and over    Junior Riders: age* 16 and under 

PLEASE PRE-Register: by email at ohpc@live.ca by midnight the Wednesday before the show date. 
*No Penalty for scratching classes. No need to pre-register for stake classes. 

 

Late Registrations: $10.00 Penalty  
 
$5/class OR $40.00 for the day and participate in as many classes as you want. 
 

 

All classes will run with at least 1 (one) entry and may be combined with another class at the Club’s 
discretion. 
 
Horses posing a danger to other competitors will be excused from the ring at the judge’s discretion.  
 

Unsportsmanlike behavior will NOT be tolerated and may result in disqualification. 
 
Senior Riders riding ponies must ride in horse classes. 
 

Riders must be 16 years of age* or under to ride in the pony and Junior classes. 
 

A pony is 14.2H and under.  Questionable heights will be measured and all decisions are final and 
supersede passports. 
 

Horse/pony entries in Youngster on line must be no more than 2 years of age*. 
 

Novice classes are for novice riders, not green horses/ponies.  Novice classes exclude cantering, i.e. 
they are walk/trot/jog.  Entries in the Novice classes must not be comfortable with the canter/lope gait.  
Entries may be horses or ponies and Senior or Junior riders.  Entries in the Novice classes may NOT 
cross-enter into any other classes where cantering is required 
 

Entries in the green horse/pony classes may be asked to canter or jog.  Green horses/ponies have had 
minimal training.   
 

Entries in the hunter classes may be asked to jog their horses/ponies without saddles past the judge as a 
test for soundness. 
 

All riders must exit the ring after every class. 
 

Riders may ride out of the ring as long as there is full control over your horse, if there is a lack of control, 
the rider will be asked to dismount before exiting the ring; this decision will be made by gate attendant(s).   
 

GAMES:  Running starts are NOT allowed. Western attire and tack are required for games.  Attire includes 
hat/helmet, western shirt**, jeans and paddock boots or western boots.  Tack includes western saddle, 
western bridle and western bit.  There is no penalty for gamers if their hat falls off during their ride. 

** long sleeves and collared - sleeves must be buttoned OR short sleeves and collared.  Sleeveless 

shirts and T-Shirts are not acceptable
